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MEDIA 
Media influence the way people spend their time, help shape the way they perceive themselves and others. Media entertain, educate, inform and provide channels of communication. This study explores a variety of media forms, including audio, audiovisual media, print-based media, digital and interactive media technologies, and convergent media processes. 
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Tasks include: 

· Viewing and analyzing media texts.

· Practical work in audio, audiovisual, print, digital, interactive and convergent media texts.

· The development of media production designs.

Unit 1: Representation and technologies of representation
This unit studies the relationship between the media, technology and the representations present in media forms such as the development of stereotypes of age, gender, ethnicity, culture and socioeconomic status. Students study differing media as well as constructing their own. Also included is a study of the development of the emergence of ‘new media’ technologies.
Unit 2: Media production and the media industry
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In this unit, students develop their understanding of the specialist production stages and collaborative roles within of media production. Students participate in specific stages of a media production, developing practical skills in their designated role. 
Assessment Tasks are selected from:

· Radio, audio, audiovisual and visual sequences

· Photographs and print layouts
· Multimedia sequences, presentations and oral reports
· Posters

· Tests and written responses

Unit 3: Narrative and media production design
This unit develops an understanding of film, television or radio drama production and story elements. Students develop practical skills through undertaking exercises related to aspects of the design and production process. A media production design plan is also undertaken.
Unit 4: Media: process, influence and society’s values
This unit further develops practical skills in the production of media products to realise the production design plan completed during Unit 3. Students also analyse the relationship between media texts and the way society values are represented. 
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Assessment of each unit consists of School-assessed Coursework that includes a variety of written and/or oral tasks, a School-assessed Task which includes practical media production and an end-of-year exam.
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
